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Project data shows a marked reduction in 
representation rates for participating 
patients compared with those in 2003. LOS 
has also reduced from 9.8 days in 2003 to 
8.4 days for the corresponding period in 
2004. 
 
Among those recruited for PR, 50% attend 
on an outpatient basis; 18% follow a home-
based program; and 32% have not 
completed the course for reasons including 
refusal, subsequent inability to participate 
and death. In addition, 50% of smokers 
have quit. Ms Boladz says that patients 
who have completed the PR program show 
significant improvement in quality of life, 
self-management and exercise capacity as 
measured by the Chronic Respiratory 
Disease Questionnaire.  
 
“The project finishes in June 2005 but work 
continues to ensure that its achievements 
will be sustainable,” she says. “GPs will 
continue to receive information packs and 
the action management plans to complete 
with the patient. Education packs for 
patients and their carers will also be 
available.”
